Welcome to the 10th stage World Cup 2010  
1–3 October 2010 
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Venue  
150 km from Lyon, 50 km from Geneva 
 
Annecy – dynamic capital of the Haute-Savoie 
Nestled between lake and mountain, Annecy, with its canals and beautiful old town, is a fine setting for orienteering in 
all its forms. Since the 50s, well ahead of its time, Annecy has taken great care to preserve the purity of the water in its 
lake. 
Rich in nature and sports, Annecy often hosts major sports competitions and hopes to welcome the Winter Olympics in 
2018. After the Tour de France in 2009, hosting the Orienteering World Cup is another opportunity to demonstrate the 
region’s commitment and expertise. 
 
The Haute-Savoie region in the French Alps, where l ife is good 
Lake and mountain, summer and winter, the Haute-Savoie region and the town of Annecy offer a welcome all the year 
round. Visitors from all over the world are seduced by the beauty of the landscape, the quality of the accommodation 
and the many sporting and cultural opportunities. For instance, Chamonix and Mont-Blanc (100 km away) offer a 
breathtaking setting for mountaineering. 
The region is perfect for many sports and recreations : including walking, climbing, mountain biking, horse riding, 
paragliding, water and snow sports. 
The rich cultural and artistic heritage, the many festivals and other events give something for every taste.

Embargoed Areas 
 

Embargoes are essential for fair competition. 
 

Le Semnoz: the purple area on map 1.  
 

“It is forbidden for competitors, and anyone who can inform 
them, to enter this area, apart from crossing it using public 
roads. 
It is forbidden to enter the embargoed area with a map, to  
practice any activity with the objective of testing route 
choices or to obtain any advantage during the competition. 
It is forbidden to take part in an outdoor event in the area 
before the competition. 
Competitors can practice indoor activities, and visit for 
tourism or business, as long as no competitive advantage 
is gained.” 
 

Annecy Old Town (“La vieille Ville)”: the red area on map 2. 
 
Embargoed area only for Sprint runners.

Weather 
 
Mountain climate. Season is wet and rainy, but warm, dry 
weather is frequent. 
Temperature varies with altitude (450 to 1500 meters). 
Typical  temperature range in a day is 9 to 19°C at  450 m.

A regular bus service will run from the Town Hall to the 
Event Centre & back all day.
